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SUPPLY

! Distillate stocks climbed modestly last week despite declines in production and imports. Total
distillate inventories rose to 102.8 million barrels (MMB) on April 27, 2001, 1.1 MMB above the
previous week and 3.2 MMB more than a year ago. Diesel fuel inventory eased to 65.7 MMB, a
decrease of 0.6 MMB from last week but 0.3 MMB more than last year. Heating oil stocks, aided
by higher production, increased by 1.6 MMB to 37.0 MMB and are 2.9 MMB higher than last year.

! Total distillate production fell to 3.6 million barrels per day (MMBD) with diesel production
accounting for all of the decline from the previous week. Imports slipped to 0.2 MMBD, a
decrease of 0.1 MMBD from last week, but still slightly above the 4-week average. Demand
plummeted to 3.6 MMBD, a decline of over 0.4 MMBD.

! Distillate spot price movements were mixed over the last week, with East Coast prices ending
lower, but others generally moving higher, aided by increases in crude oil prices. The largest gain
was in the Chicago market, where a fire at Tosco’s refinery in the St. Louis area helped push spot
diesel fuel prices up nearly 16 cents per gallon. The New York Harbor spot price for heating oil
fell 0.69 cent for the week to 74.46 cents per gallon, while the Los Angeles CARB diesel fuel spot
price rose 3.00 cents to 90.50 cents per gallon.

! The national average retail on-highway diesel fuel price eased after four weeks of increase,
dropping 0.1 cent to 144.2 cents per gallon as of April 30, 2001. The average was 2.4 cents higher
than a year ago.
