! Production of distillate fuel oil remained at 3.7 million barrels per day (MMBD) for the week while
the four-week average dropped to 3.7 MMBD.  Production of heating oil remained steady at 1.0
MMBD for the week and the four-week average.  Imports rose to 0.3 MMBD, with heating fuel
accounting for 58 percent of this week’s volume.  Distillate fuel oil demand was up to an average
of 3.9 MMBD for the week while the four-week average fell to 3.7 MMBD.  Stocks of distillate
fuel oil declined slightly, 0.3 million barrels (MMB), to 141.9 MMB by January 11, 2002 but
remain within their seasonal range.  Individually, inventories of diesel fuel rose 2.9 MMB to 82.1
MMB while heating oil stocks fell 3.1 MMB to 59.9 MMB.

! Distillate spot and futures prices took a downturn last week in light of bearish fundamentals.  Data
released last week showed growing inventories and shrinking demand, while the market continued
to show skepticism about the effectiveness of OPEC’s production cut agreement.  The New York
Harbor spot price for heating oil fell 5.10 cents to 51.55 cents per gallon, while the Los Angeles
CARB diesel fuel spot price dropped 4.75 cents to 53.25 cents per gallon.

! Retail on-highway diesel fuel prices fell for the second straight week, shrinking 0.9 cents to 115.9
cents per gallon as of January 14, 2002.  The average was 35.0 cents lower than a year ago.
Residential heating oil prices were down slightly over the past week as well.  The average
residential heating oil price on January 14, 2002, stood at 116.5 cents per gallon, a 0.3-cent
decrease from the January 7 mark of 116.8 cents per gallon.  The residential average was
substantially below it's year-ago level, down 37.0 cents from 153.5 cents per gallon on January 15,
