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SUPPLY

° Stocks were lower last week despite a decrease in demand. Total motor gasoline stocks fell 3.7
million barrelsto end theweek at 191.8 million barrels. Stocks of reformulated gasolinewere down
0.5 million barrels to 38.5 million barrels as stocks of other finished gasoline dropped 2.0 million
barrelsto 109.9 million barrels. Stocks of motor gasoline blending components ended the week at
42.4 million barrels, 1.2 million barrels below the level at the end of the prior week.

° Total motor gasoline stocks at the primary storage level were 10.3 million barrels below the level
for the same week last year. Imports of total gasoline averaged 377 thousand barrels per day of
which 132 thousand barrels per day were reformulated and 89 thousand barrels per day were
blending components.

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PRICES

Gasoline spot price movements were mixed last week, despite increases in crude oil prices before
and after the OPEC meeting on September 10. Both crude oil and gasoline prices generaly rose
through Thursday, then dropped sharply on Friday ahead of the weekend meeting. By Monday,
despite OPEC’ sdecision to raise its production ceiling by 800,000 barrels per day, crude oil prices
recovered near Thursday’s levels, but most gasoline prices were less affected. California prices
largely dropped back after spiking on refinery concerns, but remained elevated in comparison to
other U.S. markets. The New Y ork Harbor spot price for conventional regular gasolinerose 1.15
cents for the week to 99.88 cents per gallon, while the Los Angeles CARB RFG spot price fell
25.00 cents to 140.00 cents per gallon.

The U.S. average retail price for regular gasoline rose for the fourth straight week, increasing by
3.1 centsto 156.1 centsper gallon as of September 11, 2000. Theaverage standsat itshighest level
since July 10, and 31.1 cents per gallon higher than a year ago. Prices rose solidly for al regions
and formulations, with the strongest increases seen in West Coast RFG.
