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! Moderating temperatures provided propane markets some relief last week following a period of record stock
withdrawals. U.S. inventories of propane declined by 2.1 million barrels (MMB) to end the week of January
19, 2001 at an estimated 32.0 MMB. Regional inventories moved lower by 0.2 MMB in the East Coast; by
1.2 MMB in the Midwest; and by 0.7 MMB in the Gulf Coast. Regional inventories remained below their
respective normal ranges in all regions last week. 

! The average residential price for January 22, 2001 was 169.2 cents per gallon, a 1.0-cent decrease from last
week’s price of 170.2 cents. The average wholesale price was 99.7 cents per gallon, down 9.7 cents from last
week’s mark of 109.4 cents.  Within the Lower Atlantic region, the average residential price was down 4.4
cents to 211.5 cents per gallon, while the average wholesale price dropped 21.8 cents to 136.8 cents per gallon.
Compared to year-ago price levels, the residential price was up 58.2 cents from the January 24, 2000 pric
of 111.0 cents per gallon, while th  average wholesale price was up 39.4 cents per gallon over the year-ago
price of 60.3 cents.
