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� U.S. inventories of propane turned slightly lower last week, slipping 0.1 million barrel (MMB) to an
estimated 68.7 MMB for week ending November 9, 2001. However, U.S. inventories remained at the upper
limit of the average range last week.  Stocks in the Gulf Coast region ended a three week stock build with
a nearly 0.6 MMB decline last week, while Midwest stocks posted an offsetting build of 0.6 MMB during
this same time.  East Coast stocks fell a modest 0.1 MMB during this same period. Regional inventories
remained slightly below the average range in the East Coast while in the Midwest, inventories remain within
the average range. Gulf Coast  inventories remained above the average range last week.   

� Propane prices were down at both the retail and wholesale level this week.  The residential average price
on November 12, 2001, stood at 113.3 cents per gallon, a modest decrease of 0.5 cent from the November
5 mark of 113.8 cents per gallon.  The wholesale price declined 2.6 cents for the week, from 46.5 cents to
43.9 cents per gallon.  Both prices continued to be well below year ago levels.  The residential average price
was down 15.2 cents from 128.5 cents per gallon on November 13, 2000, while the wholesale average price
declined 21.4 cents from 65.3 cents per gallon this time last year.
