� U.S. inventories of propane moved sharply lower last week as winter weather finally took hold over most
Midwest and East Coast areas.  U.S. inventories fell by 4.2 million barrels (MMB) to an estimated 61.2
MMB as of January 11, 2002.   Regional inventories felt the impact of colder weather with East Coast stocks
falling by 1.0 MMB last week, while Midwest and Gulf Coast stocks reported respective weekly declines
of 1.2 MMB and 1.8 MMB during this same period.  

� Residential propane prices were flat over the past week, as the average on January 14, 2002, remained
unchanged at 113.3 cents per gallon.  Wholesale prices, on the other hand, declined 2.3 cents, moving from
37.0 to 34.7 cents per gallon.  When viewed against year-ago marks, both retail and wholesale prices
remained well below their respective averages.  The residential average price was down 56.9 cents from the
January 15, 2001 posting of 170.2 cents per gallon, while the wholesale average price showed more of a
marked decrease of 74.7 cents from 109.4 cents per gallon.
