° Winter weather contributed to lower U.S. inventories of propane by 3.3 million barrels (MMB) last week.
As of week ending January 18, 2002, U.S. inventories of propane stood at an estimated 57.9 MMB.
Regional inventories posted declines of 0.2 MMB in the East Coast, nearly 1.3 MMB in the Midwest, and
1.7 MMB in the Gulf Coast. Both U.S. and regional inventories remain above their respective average
rangeslast week, except in the East Coast whereinventoriesremain at the upper limit of the averagerange.

° Residential propane prices were level this collection cycle, as the average on January 21, 2002, remained
113.4 cents per gallon. Wholesale prices showed a slight decrease over the past week, as the average stood
at 33.3 cents per gallon, down 1.4 cents from the January 14 posting of 34.7 cents per gallon. When
contrasted with year-ago prices, theresidential average price wasdown 55.9 centsfrom the January 22, 2001
mark of 169.3 cents per gallon. Wholesale prices showed a sharper decline, asthe average price was down
66.4 cents from 99.7 cents per gallon.
